A Where have we been?

A Slow but steady-progress in
reducing tobacco use in NE

A Adult & youth smoking prevalence,

cigarette consumption falling over
time

A Declines comparable to US and
neighbors

A Sharper declines in sales in some neighboring
states in recent years
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Tobacco Use In Nebraska

A Where are we?

A Much remains to be done:

A Over 220,000 adults currently smoke

A Persistent racial/ethnic, socio - economic, and
gender disparities

A Over 20,000 high school kids are likely
currently smoking

A Many non -smokers exposed to tobacco
smoke at home, in workplaces

A ~2,300 premature deaths each year caused
by smoking
